INTRODUCTION

Briiggen School opened in September 2001. It is located on Javelin
Barracks near the village of Elmpt close to the Dutch border and the
town of Roermond. It serves the quartering areas of Javelin Bar-
racks, Vierson, and Munchengladbach

The school is a primary school, taking children into the  Foundation
stage in the term after their third birthday. The Foundation classes
work to the Early Learning Goals , with children in Years 1 to year 6
working to the National Curriculum. Further details on the curricu-
lum can be found in this booklet. Children transfer to Windsor
School at the end of Year 6.




REGISTERING YOUR CHILD
